Welcome and Introductions

Allen Y. Lew, City Administrator, called the meeting to order and ICH members introduced
themselves, the meeting was then opened up for comments from the public.

Public Comment Period

e A meeting attendee mentioned to the group that a robust effort to establish affordable
housing in the District is needed in order to end homelessness.

e Another attendee spoke on his concerns about the overall state of homelessness in the
District, and that the Strategic Plan to End Homelessness has not remained a focus of the
ICH.

e A female attendee spoke on her concerns regarding the duplication of services among
homeless service providers.

Summary of the Pre Meeting Discussion

The premeeting focused on the prioritization of the DHS Homeless Services budget; the goal
of the forum was to present the key line items of the DHS Homeless Services budget, and
gain community feedback as to what items are seen as priorities. At the time that these notes
were composed, the final prioritization data was not calculated.

e The Executive Committee is currently attempting to engage additional ICH member
agencies in the ICH planning process.



Operations and Logistics Committee- Chapman Todd, Catholic Charities

e The Operations and Logistics Committee has focused on overseeing the events of the
2010-2011 Hypothermia season, in addition on May 3" the committee will host the
annual debriefing of the hypothermia season, where there will be a review of the
strengths and weaknesses of the 2010-2011 Hypothermia/Winter Plan.

Shelter Capacity Subcommittee-Michael Ferrell, Coalition for the Homeless

e The Shelter Capacity Committee will begin the discussion and review the post
hypothermia season capacity numbers .
Strategic Planning Committee- Kelly Sweeney-McShane, Community of Hope

e The Strategic Planning Committee hosted the HEARTH Workshop on March 30" at N
Street Village; the workshop focused on the implications of the new HEARTH Act.
Next Steps include:

0 Development of a subcommittee to review the HEARTH Act regulations.
o0 Development of a Transitional Housing Subcommittee, which will is to
look at the most efficient ways of utilizing Transitional Housing
